We hope that Woolfest 2008  will again have a good show of fibre-

producing animals and related products.  There was an excellent response from 
breed societies in previous years. The presence of livestock is always an added 
attraction for the general public, and many livestock exhibitors found it a valuable 
avenue for the sale of products  as well as for the general promotion of animals 
of interest to spinners, felters and other end-users of animal fibre. 

 
There will also be a sale of raw fleeces. Any individual can enter a 

maximum of 5 fleeces for sale.  A large selection of good, varied fleeces, 
especially from rare breeds, is an almost irresistible attraction for spinners.  
Good fleeces are beginning to command good prices.  

 
Because demand for places has always outstripped the number of pens 

available, those who have supported Woolfest in the past are being offered the 
first opportunity to book a place for Woolfest 2008.  This year there will not be a 
sheep show as such, but we hope that exhibitors will be willing to take part in a 
line up of animals in the ring with a commentary on the particular characteristics 
and uses of each breed.  

 
If you would like to take part in Woolfest 2008, please return the attached 

form by 31st March. If there is space remaining on this date, pens will be offered 
to other breeders who have previously expressed an interest, and space will be 
offered strictly in order of payment received. 

 
We realise that animal health and movement regulations are constantly 

changing. To enable us to plan the event, please book early i f you are 
interested in coming. The Woolfest committee guarantee that all application 
fees will be refunded if you are unable to attend because of imposition of animal 
movement restrictions affecting either the festival itself or individual exhibitors 

 
 



Woolfest 2008 - General Information 
 

 Woolfest  2008 will be held in the Cockermouth Auction Mart, a new, large 
building, normally used for livestock auctions.  It is enclosed on three sides, with 
a full translucent ceiling, very bright and airy, open at the back.  The stalls will be 
thoroughly cleaned on the day before the show. 

Electricity is available for some of the stalls.  Tables will be provided 
where needed, but not chairs.  Third party liability insurance will be provided, and 
security guards will be on duty on the Thursday and Friday nights.  We hope to 
provide an area for overnight camping, either behind the auction mart or in a 
nearby field. 

The animal stalls are about 3 metres square (approximately 10 feet), with 
metal bar fencing around to a height of about 1.5 metres.  We envisage offering 
each exhibitor 2 pens, one for a display of products and information, the other for 
livestock.  The fee for this arrangement would be £60.  An additional stall for 
display, feed store, etc, would cost another £40.  A display with no animals using 
1 stall would cost £40. 

 Stalls will be allocated on a first come, first served basis. 
 
 

Rules for Festival Stallholders 
 

Arrival times – Thursday 3:00 to 9:00 PM 
              Friday – 8:00 to 9.00 AM 
There will be a veterinary inspection at 9 AM on Friday. 
Trade vehicles must be parked behind the auction mart, not in the visitors area, by 9:30 
AM. 
Festival open hours:  Friday 10:00 to 5:00 
            Saturday 10:00 to 5:00 
Animals should be removed on Saturday after 3:00 PM, and goods (including all 
rubbish) must be removed on Saturday between 5:00 and 9:00 PM  
 
 
Vendor/Exhibitor Responsibilities 

1. All sales and display materials must be confined to the exhibit space and must 
not obstruct or endanger the public or adjacent stalls.  If displays are over 2 metres tall, 
the outside and back of stalls must be visually presentable as these are visible from 
adjoining booths. 

2. Courtesy and consideration is expected of all vendors/exhibitors.  Pets and 
children must be under control.  Music is not acceptable as there will be musicians 
playing at the show.   

3. Exhibitors are responsible for their own merchandise and animals.  Security 
staff are on duty at night, but goods should be covered and valuable items removed at 
night if possible.  The festival provides public liability insurance, but the vendor is 
responsible for loss due to theft, damage, etc. 

4. Acceptance of an application represents an agreement that the show will 
provide space and the vendor will be there for the full two days.   

5. Cancellation April 30th, 2008 will result in all fees being forfeited.  If 
cancellation is prior to this date, fees will be refunded less a £35 administration charge. 

6. Subletting of stalls is not permitted without the approval of the Woolfest 
committee 

7. All livestock movements must comply with DEFRA rules current at the time of 
Woolfest, and exhibitors are responsible for supplying their own feed and care of the 
animals they bring. The auction mart uses sawdust as bedding, and this will be 
provided. Any livestock wishing to bed on straw mus t supply their own and take 
the soiled straw away with them at the end of the s how. 

8. Animals are present for promotional purposes and may not be offered for sale.
